Two main coronary Arteries – left and Right – arise from the left and right sinuses of Val-salva

Coronary flow is an essential determinate of myocardial function. – Left coronary flow is mainly diastolic. – Right coronary flow is more evenly spread through systole and diastole

Coronary return – Venous – Coronary Sinus - RA
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
